CSA STANDARDS

Many regulations under PEIl's Occupational Health
and Safety Act and Regulations require compliance
with standards published by the Canadian
Standards Association (CSA Group).

These standards define requirements for reducing
the risk of workplace injuries.

CSA allows free (viewable only) access to standards
referenced in the regulations. Registration with CSA
Communities is required to view the standards;
however, you are under no obligation to purchase
anything.

Users can register for a username through CSA
Group’s online Communities of Interest (COI) form.
