If the equipment you are operating contacts a power line:

DO NOT get off the machinery unless you are in immediate danger. Never touch the ground and the machine/equiptnent atthe
sarne time, as you will became a path for the electricity to travel to the ground.

If you must leave the nery, jump about a half metre away from the equipment and land with feet together and arms
close to the body your feet from touching each other and shuffie 15 metres away from the machinery or the fallen wire.
